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Update on St. Francis Hospital ï Zambia 

The news from St. Francis hospital is a mixed bag of good 

and not so good news. Although there are some reports of 

Covid-19 in the capital, Lusaka, the good news is that 

there are no reported outbreaks, as yet, in the Eastern 

Province which includes St. Francis Mission Hospital. The 

hospital is on alert and they do have a ward that is set 

aside for epidemics. We helped to transform this ward dur-

ing our visit in 2014. This building was originally a TB ward 

and part was modernised as a gynaecological ward and 

part for possible epidemics such as malaria, ebola and 

now coronavirus. The hospital does not have any ventila-

tors, but should it prove necessary patients can be given 

oxygen to help breathing. Let us hope and pray that the 

pandemic does not reach this part of the world. The Gov-

ernment has closed down all schools, places of religious 

worship and imposed social distancing. The idea of staying 

in your own home would be impractical as people mostly 

live in the open air as a community in the rural areas. The 

rondavels (their traditional circular African dwelling with a 

conical thatched roof) are generally just 

used for sleeping in. 

You may recall that our church was able to 

provide the funding in 2018 for a new water 

supply to the remote township of Msoro al-

so in the Eastern Province. As part of the 

coronavirus precautions now being imple-

mented, everyone is expected to wash their 

hands regularly. The enclosed photograph shows the 

basic standpipe in the square, but we are told it is being 

well used and regular hand washing is now taking place.

 Abraham, the Lay Minister at the hospital tells us that the 

Nurses training school at the hospital has also been closed 

down with only the final (3
rd
) year students staying on to 

take their examinations in May. He is very sad as they were 

not able to hold any services in the chapel over Easter. 

They could not record a service as very few people have 

smart phones to receive the service. Also, nearly all the 

doctors who come to the hospital from Western countries, 

have now returned home to support their own medical ser-

vices during the pandemic. This leaves the hospital very 

short of trained staff. 

I mentioned the birth of the quadruplets in December to a 

family of rural subsistence farmers. Sadly, one of the quads 

has since died but the other three are doing well and we 

have a photo of them along with the team who helped to de-

liver the babies, on a recent check-up at the hospital. We 

have been able to send out, from All Saints Church and oth-

er churches in the UK, some money to support the family 

and with this money they have purchased supplementary 

food, clothing, mosquito nets and other essentials. 

The labour ward at the hospital was in dire need of improve-

ment when we were there in 2018 and renovation work has 

now started but could not be finished due to lack of funds. 

Dr Banda, the Medical Superintendent, asked if we could 

help with funds to finish this project.  All Saints Church has 

made a contribution. Also, my friend Andrew, sold his light-

ing equipment to support this work as well. In addition, do-

nations have been given in memory of a dear friend, Revd 

Anne Legge, who died at the beginning of March. Anne 

along with her husband Tim, have organised our trips to St. 

Francis Mission Hospital since 2012.
